Course Description
In this course, students will engage in conversation, provide and obtain information, and exchange opinions on various topics including current events. Students will understand and interpret written and spoken Chinese on a variety of topics including current and historical events. Students will demonstrate an understanding of Chinese culture. They will demonstrate their ability to express themselves in written and spoken Chinese using complex sentence structures and increasing vocabulary appropriate to the third year. Students will work toward oral fluency through conversation, discussion, and oral presentations.
Course Objectives

To obtain an intermediate-high level and acceptable degree of proficiency in the basic language skills of speaking, listening, reading, and writing Chinese.  Each student will gain competence in comprehending the spoken language within vocabulary and structural range, and also in speaking and reading with a more than adequate level of pronunciation and intonation.
